As noted in his introduction to
the book, fine art patrons are re-
ally into Robert Crumb's comic
work.

This is the third published
collection of such masterpieces
exhibited and sold in art gal-
leries over the years.

Crumb is the most famous of
the 1960s u.nd.el?nund comic
artists. He got off to a psyche-

~ delic start with very adalt sto-
ries of sex, drugs and rock 'n’ roll
starring characters like Mr. Nat-
ural and Fritz the Cat. A few
years ago, filmmaker Terry
Zwigoff introduced Crumb toa
broader audience with his bio-
pic film, Crumb. The artist
pnwed a wnrand happily tor-

whose brilliance shows even in
his sketched throwaways. The
drawings in Waiting For Food
mix portraits and conversations
with the stream-of-conscious-
ness imagery of a busy, thought-
ful mind. What's more, Crumb
can simply draw circles around
most of the comic art world.
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
